Violent outbursts, 
hitting balls into the crowd, throwing  rackets, cursing or  
verbal abuses will not be tolerated. Players will be dis-
qualified immediately for such behavior. With the same 
respect, taunting and overzealous reactions to winning a 
point will not be tolerated. Please, refrain from celebra-
tion until the match is over and  conduct yourself in a 
respectful manner. Players will be expected to shake 
hands with opponents at the end of each match. 
Chairs, towels, water and Gatorade will be provided for 
players. At least one ball chaser will be provided by the 
tournament organizers for each match.
